Taxes

Tithes and taxes have been collected from the settlers and landowners of
the American colonies from the moment the first British citizens set foot on
American soil. When Loudoun County was formed in 1757, the new county
government’s first priority was to establish the courtin Leesburg. The
second prior was to establish the Tax Assessors! Early taxation took the form
of tithes — a head tax paid to the Church of England. These tithes lists are

still extentin the Loudoun County Archives.




After the Independence War the tithes were abandoned, and government
looked to taxing of personal property and lands to meet government
revenue needs. Loudoun County retains its Tax books date back to 1851 —
the prior years having been sent to the Virginia State Archives many years
ago. The tax records of Loudoun County give a welcome page-turning view
of each resident as well as the “neighborhoods”.
